DELHI ACADEMIC TOUR, 2023 

 

The Post Graduate Teaching Department of Law had organized Delhi Academic Tour from 

8
th

 April to 12
th

 April 2023 whereby the Final semester students were Organized with the aim of 

providing students with a deeper understanding of the Indian legal system, this educational trip 

took place in India's capital city, Delhi. accompanied by the faculties as a part of extra 

curriculum. Total 30 students had participated in this tour.  

 

1. Supreme Court; 

Passes were issued for everyone on arrival and the students were asked to maintain the decorum 

and attend the courtroom proceedings to see the Supreme Court Bench functioning. It provided 

an opportunity to understand how the court functions, how the proceedings are carried out, 

arguments presented. The Court of the Hon’ble Chief Justice of India was conducting a hearing 

on an Arbitration Matter. It was a great learning experience for our students to watch that.  

Advocate on Record, Ms. Monica, who is an alumni of our institute played an instrumental role 

in introducing our students to Hon’ble Justice Gavai. He interacted with the students and shared 

some words of wisdom and encouragement. Thereafter we were shown the Supreme Court 

Library which is accessed by the Judges and Advocates. Hon’ble Justice Sanjay Karol was 

present in the library and was gracious enough to interact with our students. The Supreme Court 

visit was the highlight of our Tour as it immensely helped the students in seeing the live court 

proceedings, hearing arguments in Constitutional Benches, meeting Hon’ble judges, and to feel 

the energy of the Temple of justice. 



 

2. Parliament; 

Where we were taken inside the Parliament building where a special screening was organised for 

us explaining the history of the parliament and showcasing the significance of constructing the 

New Parliament Building. 

Thereafter the students were escorted within the Lok Sabha and the Rajya Sabha where we were 

explained the sitting arrangements and other historical facts of the rooms respectively. We went 

to the visitor’s gallery and could see the Well, the speaker’s chair.  

The new parliament building was under construction and we could see that from outside.  

Following the parliament visit, we took our students to India Gate. It was a good opportunity to 

interact and bond with the teachers who accompanied them and their fellow classmates.  

 

3. Rashtrapati Bhawan Museum; 

The museum narrates the history of the freedom struggle and the legacy of Indian presidents, 

thus the tour was really enlightening. They had the opportunity to visit a number of enclaves 

showcasing the presidents' personal items, portraits, gifts, and accolades collected over the years. 

Students could experience Rashtrapati Bhavan's art, culture, environment, and legacy all in one 

place at the museum. The museum guide piqued the students' curiosity as they listened to the 

artifacts on display and were captivated by the distinct perspectives each object and painting 

gave. The tour concluded with an emotionally charged visitor-interactive story-telling event on 

Mahatma Gandhi's life, facilitated by technology. For the students, the excursion was an 

excellent educational opportunity. 

 

4.  Prime Minister’s Sanghralaya; 

We were welcomed by the sight of the Indian national emblem and constitution as soon as we 

went through the museum gate.  As we proceeded, we came across exhibits that showed the 

progression of our prime ministers over time. where the rich heritage of our Past Prime Ministers 

was on display. Some of their personal articles, gifts received by the dignitaries. Later in the 

evening we witnessed a spectacular Light Show from the gallery. We were grateful for the 

opportunity to learn and appreciate the contributions of our leaders and the progress India has 

made. 



 

5. Cultural and Historical Excursions; 

The tour not only focused on academics but also allowed students to explore the cultural and 

historical landmarks of Delhi. Visits to iconic sites such as the Red Fort, Qutub Minar, Agrasen 

ki Baoli, Humayun’s Tomb and India Gate helped students gain a holistic understanding of 

India's rich heritage.
